Revenue from a food and 
beverage tax continues to 
grow in Vigo County.

In January, the county 
collected $253,125. That 
is slightly higher when 
compared to January, 2022, 
when the county collected 
$249,718, which was then a 
record amount.

“So you have collected 
about $3,400 more than 
you did last January, so 
your trend is continuing 
to increase,” Jason Semler, 
accountant and partner 
in Baker Tilly Municipal 
Advisors, Wednesday told 
members of the Vigo County 
Capital Improvement Board.

The county last year col-
lected about $3.05 million 
from the food and beverage 
tax. The tax revenue is what 
funds the Terre Haute Con-
vention Center, as well as 
tourism projects such as a 
proposed new multi-sports 
complex. It also helps public 
art, such as with the Turn to 
the River project.

Brownsburg-based PROS 
Consulting Inc. is now con-
ducting a feasibility study for 
a proposed multi-sports com-

plex and aquatic center. The 
company expects to complete 
is work by the end of April, 
presenting its findings to the 
CIB in May.

The complex is envisioned 
to include a baseball stadium 
and outdoor baseball fields, 
an east-side aquatic center 
and a fieldhouse for indoor 
sports.

In other business, The 
CIB on Thursday will open 
request for proposal submis-
sions. The work consists of 
constructing display cases 
and display items for the 
Larry Bird Museum at the 
convention center. The muse-
um is slated to open late this 
year.

“We had approximately 12 

companies that we met with. 
… I would expect us to have, 
hopefully, at least eight” pro-
posals, said Terri Conley, who 
oversees the board’s museum 
committee.

The CIB’s museum 
committee will review the 
proposals and then schedule 
interviews with companies, 
Conley said. That committee 
will then make a recommen-
dation to the full board.

In addition, an audio and 
visual component of the 
museum will be a separate 
request for proposals “and 
the timing of the audio/video 
RFP will kind of effect the 
scope of the current [propos-
als for display cases],” said 
Doug Kowalski, attorney 

with Kroger Gardis Regas, 
which represents the CIB.

“We are waiting on licens-
ing for videos and audio 
clips,” Kowalski said.

In her report, Tennille 
Wanner, OVG 360’s general 
manager of the convention 
center, said December was 
the highest gross revenue 
month to date, with nearly 
$160,000.

That includes nearly 
$2,700 in parking revenue 
as well as about $75,000 in 
food revenue. The convention 
center hosted 15 events in 
December.

The convention center 
had $658,426 in gross rev-
enue in eight months the 
center was open in 2022, 
Wanner said.

For 2023, Terre Haute 
Mayor Duke Bennett was 
elected as president of the 
CIB. He replaces member 
Jon Marvel, who served nine 
years as president. Marvel 
told the board in December 
he would seek to step down 
from the president position 
this year.

Other CIB officers for 
2023 are Vigo County Com-
missioner Chris Switzer 
as vice president; member 
Emily Crapo will remain as 
secretary; and Conley will 
serve as board treasurer.

An Indiana lawsuit seeking 
increased ballot accessibility 
for voters with print disabili-
ties has been settled, accord-
ing to two disability rights’ 
groups.

Kristin Fleschner of Terre 
Haute was one of the plaintiffs 
in the federal lawsuit, filed in 
December 2020 in the U.S. 
District Court for the Southern 
District of Indiana.

The suit was filed against 
the Indiana Election Commis-
sion and the Indiana Secretary 
of State. The Indiana Election 
Division was added to the 
lawsuit in October 2021.

As a result of the settle-
ment, the state has agreed to 
acquire a new, remote acces-

sible ballot 
marking 
tool that will 
allow these 
voters to cast 
their absen-
tee ballots 
privately and 
independent-
ly, according 

to a news release from the 
disability rights’ groups..

“Voters will be able to 
access and mark their ballots 
digitally with their own assis-
tive technology thanks to this 
tool,” they wrote. Once the 
ballot has been marked, voters 
will be able to submit it via 
email. The tool will be avail-
able to voters in time for the 
May 2023 primary election.

The court has granted 

two preliminary injunctions 
against the state defendants 
striking down Indiana’s rule 
that absentee voters who 
could not independently mark 
their own ballot may vote 
absentee by mail only by 
appointment with a “traveling 
board” of elections officials.

The court also extended 
the latest preliminary injunc-
tion through the May 2023 
primary election while a leg-
islative amendment removing 
that requirement is sought.

In the meantime, eligible 
voters who want to exercise 
the new remote, accessible 
ballot marking tool option 
should apply for an absentee 
ballot.

The absentee application 
can be accessed by logging 

into the Voter Portal and 
selecting “Voter With Print 
Disabilities.” Alternatively, vot-
ers with a print disability can 
complete and submit a PDF 
version of the form.

Absentee voting, com-
monly known as early voting, 
begins April 4. Election Day 
is May 2.
